NOTES FROM THE 2005 BMBS ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

Prior to the meeting the Chairman announced that the committee has taken the unprecedented step of closing the site to all sailing on Saturday and Sunday 19th & 20th March. This is because heavy plant and equipment will be on site removing rocks and working on the bank sides in an effort to improve the walkway round the lake making it safer for boats and skippers. He also said that Saturday 2nd April will be a working Saturday and all help will be greatly appreciated. Anyone going to the Leisure World static maritime exhibition on 19th March can set up at 4:30pm the previous day or from 9:30am on 19th.

The 2004 minutes were read and agreed as a true record. The Treasurer passed copies of the accounts to members and explained that we have had a very expensive year with the sewerage installations and new motor mower accounting for almost £11.5k. He is planning a change in accounting procedures so that all general running costs will come from subscriptions and this will give the club a subscription based economy. All money ‘made’ by the club at events etc will go towards improving the site and further development.

The scale Captain reported that the planned events had been dogged by bad weather with only one sunny day during the year but he hoped everyone had enjoyed the sailing.

The Power captain said that a successful regatta had been held last May with another one planned this year. He had received many compliments on the standard of facilities here at Bridlington. He also thanked all the club members who helped out on the day especially the canteen staff who stood in at the last minute.

The Fast Electric Captain said that another successful year had passed with club members featuring strongly in both Northern and National Championships. The Nationals will again be held at Bridlington and the MPBA Fast Electric Section had commented that Bridlington offer the best facilities for this discipline in the country. Our Club 500 Championships had been hotly contested and another series is planned for 2005 but there will only be 3 heats per meeting.

The yachting Captain said that the first MYA event in February had been a great success and another event is planned for May with a request from the MYA that they come back again during the summer. Local skippers did well in the competition and hopefully more will take part in the next meeting. Again many accolades from visitors about the quality of our facilities were given to the Captain.

Only one proposal for change was put forward and this was to change the date by which members must renew their subscriptions from the date of the May meeting to within 21 days of the posting of the renewal notice and this was agreed by members.

The Chairman said that the subscription rate for 2005 will be £36 and that any member not paying at the meeting will receive full details of how to renew their membership by post within the next few days.
