NOTES FROM THE BMBS MEETING HELD ON 2nd SEPTEMBER 2009

The liquid seeping across our access road from the sheepskins which have been left in a factory yard was salt water according to the owners.

John Baker said that his conversation with Ken Daniels (MPBA Chairman) with regard to the fast electric nationals was such that there was concern about some aspects of safety at this event although this was not apparent from the secretary’s conversation with Mr Daniels.

Income for the month of August had been £1238 and expenditure £1633 although the high spending was due to the purchase of the lake mower. We now have 176 members with 41 junior members.

Ian Phillips said that some more screws had been found on the access road opposite to Carnaby Caravans and suggested that a walking check would be good practice before proceeding by car as some members had already suffered punctures. On a similar subject there are now some large craters in this road so members are asked to take care when driving along. The road is owned by Burton Agnes Estates and to them it is the access for the farmer so any repair work is unlikely to be done unless we undertake it ourselves.

John Baker asked for a postal ballot to all members regarding the construction of additional sailing facilities elsewhere on the site and also to issue some information regarding health and safety measures he felt should be addressed. He will cover the cost of this ballot. Some members said that this had been debated in the past but members did not want another smaller pool.
