NOTES FROM THE BMBS MEETING GHELD ON 6th OCTOBER 2010
Geoff Figgett said that the previously quoted price for the Brant’s Landing shelter of £850 would be much less.

The treasurer said that we now have 179 full members and 37 juniors of which 51% live in East Yorkshire. Expenses for the month were high due to cheques being cashed for the Brant’s Landing extension work, fuel, catering supplies, fishing nets, rakes and small miscellaneous expenses such as tea towels. Income from membership and the sale of 2 donated hulls was £240.

In September we had an excellent Club Sunday followed by the Autumn Open Day which suffered due to very wet weather. Having said that, those who attended the Open Day enjoyed the day, especially the Club 500 racers.

This month there is a Northern Amp Draggers race meeting on 10th October and the Bonfire event is on Saturday 6th November starting at 4:30pm.
The committee has been discussing the renewal of the lake perimeter catch/safety fence and has now received a price which is £4950. At first glance this seems rather high but it entails removing all the old fence and replacing it with 3”x3” wooden concreted in posts, a wooden top rail and galvanized fencing which will be much stronger than that currently used. The fence has been up since about 1990 and is in a sorry state of repair which resulted in a serious accident recently. A lady member slipped grabbed hold of a fence post to stop her from falling and ended up having to have 8 stitches in her hand due to a piece of fencing wire that was sticking out. This alone suggests that the fence needs replacing and making safe. The contractor is willing to buy all the hardware before the end of the year and store it so we can avoid the 2.5% rise in VAT and then do the job in the New Year. The Chairman explained all this to members and asked for a vote as to whether we should get the job done. Arthur Pickering proposed that we go ahead, David Harkins seconded the proposal and it was passed unanimously by those present.

At the November meeting we will be holding our annual auction so any members wishing to sell things should bring them to the next meeting.
