MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the November 2012 meeting were read and agreed as a true record of proceedings.

MATTERS ARISING

1) ACCESS ROAD – This has finally found to be the responsibility of East Riding of Yorkshire Council thanks to a friend of John Fosters. A council representative is expected to survey the road and then see what if any funds are available to repair it.

2) EFFLUENT FROM FACTORY – This seems to have become less of a problem but has been reported again to the Environment Agency by the Secretary. The small retaining was round the factory seems to be keeping the problem form becoming serious although there is still leaking water from the drain.

3) TREES The matter of the removal of more trees has been discussed yet again in committee following a detailed submission from the Yachting Section. However, the committee unanimously voted against any further removal of any trees, as it was their responsibility to ensure the best possible sailing for all disciplines. Having said that the committee has agreed to the lowering of the tree height to 15 feet. This will be completed shortly and the branches placed against the raised bank to be used for future bonfires. It is hoped that this will improve yachting but at the same time safeguard the water for all other disciplines. Brian Hartley asked if the trees could be cut lower but as John Foster said, 15 feet was the height advised by the contractor.

4) ACCEESS ROAD ON SITE – The road on our site is in a sorry state and will be resurfaced by Corner Groundworks once the trees have been topped. The surface will be improved from tarmac planings to granite chippings, which will be more hard wearing and the road will be levelled before resurfacing.

TREASURER’S REPORT

The treasurer told members that current funds were in a very healthy position with the month’s spend being just £70 from electricity charges and wine for the Christmas Dinner. Income had been £15 from internet sales via the club website.

EVENTS

The Secretary said that he would be putting the 2013 calendar of events online soon. The first of the year’s events will be a Model Yachting Association Winter Series Event on Sunday 3rd March. The first NADS Fast Electric race meeting will be held on Sunday 24th March. As usual each member, on payment of their subscription will receive a calendar of events.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

1) Clubhouse Floor – The carpet in the main clubhouse and the kitchen floor will be replaced on Wednesday February 13th. There will be a large doormat placed inside the clubhouse in an attempt to keep floors clean. Brian Hartley asked if we might purchase a boot scraper to use and John Foster will look into getting one.

2) Airboats - Dave Markham asked into which class would an airboat fall, scale or fast electric? As it is not a competition fast electric then it will be classed as ‘scale’.

3) Mountfleet Models – There has been a fire at Mountfleet destroying all their moulds and they would be interested in buying back any unmade but complete kits.

4) Grant aid – The Secretary had recently applied for a grant to replace the fence along the car park and also to make the steps down the bank safer. 50% of the money has been made available and we can expect a total of £2250 once the project has been completed. This money comes via an organisation called Efficiency North 4 Good Fund. Thanks to Colin Loveday, an ex-member for bringing it to our attention.

5) Wind Farms – There will be a new wind farm built near Fraisthorpe and although it is not close to the lake we will fall within it’s community boundary as we do the Lisset wind farm. Rob Daniel had made some preliminary enquiries and we may be able to get a grant from the Lisset fund. The Secretary will make further enquiries.
