TREASURER’S REPORT
In the absence of the treasurer the chairman read out the financial statement for the month. Income from memberships, website sales, catering and MPBA had been £778.20. Expenses amounting to £553.32 had arisen from Opus (electricity), site maintenance, catering, regatta expenses and trophies. The total amount held in both accounts is £9345.28 and we now have 261 full members, 64 juniors and 69% of members living within the East Riding county boundaries.
EVENTS
The events officer said that the NADS event, although not too well attended, was enjoyed by all. The MPBA Fun Day (funded by the MPBA) was a great success with visitors from the York and Goole clubs. Ken Daniels from the MPBA was in attendance and enjoyed it saying that we may well be asked to host another next year.
The firework event was very busy with an excellent display plus lots of activity during the night sail and dusk trucking/crawling events.
A calendar of events for 2019 will be published once all dates have been agreed.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS
*The last panel for the clubhouse roof refurbishment will be finished soon.
*The Chairman will tile the toilets in due course over the winter period.
*The wooden scale shed is in need of repair and this will be done during the off season.
*The ducks are still with us so to encourage them to leave PLEASE DO NOT FEED THEM.
*The oven in the kitchen has been abused and broken which was only discovered on the afternoon of the fireworks event and had it not been for Daz and Tracy Eccles, who warmed the pies in their campervan we wouldn’t have had any.
* We have budgeted £500 towards improvements and health and safety work on the truck track. This will provide a safer walking and working area and also wheelchair access. There will be a working weekend on 10/11th November for this work and any help would be appreciated. (Free bacon butties for all workers)
*It is still planned to trim and cut the car park trees in the new year and we will obtain a price hopefully this weekend.
* CCTV has once again been discussed in committee after recent negligence by members. The Chairman said that if it was fitted it would help to discover who is damaging items etc. Membership could be suspended if members are found to be negligent. Jo Bryer asked if this was a definite plan and after a discussion it was put to a vote, proposed by John Jenkinson and seconded by Jo Bryer that CCTV be installed. The motion was carried unanimously. If anyone has any objections they should notify the committee immediately.
*Due to the poor state of the lower car park this will be closed for winter. Please will everyone use the top car park until further notice. A start on improving the ground will be made using brick rubble in the worst areas.
*Alf Lee had told the committee he was saddened by the extremely poor turnout for the annual presentation of prizes at the October meeting. He had travelled over 100 miles to chair the meeting and present the trophies but there was only one recipient present. All results are posted on the website and competitors are urged to check after an event if they don’t know the results. Another option is to present the prizes at the last Club Sunday providing all results are known.
*Attendance at club meetings is dwindling and to try to make them more fun, next year will try some quizzes and presentations. The Chairman urged Captain’s to encourage their members to attend club nights if at all possible.
