NOTES FROM THE BMBS MEETING HELD ON 1ST APRIL 2009

The Chairman thanked Geoff Figgett for the excellent work in refurbishing the harbour area and in particular the new shelter which has just been finished.

The secretary read out a letter of thanks from the Matron of the Wolds Macmillan Cancer Care Unit thanking us for the donation of £103 resulting from the charity fast electric meeting held in February.

The treasurer’s report contained financial information for the month and he also said that apart from being in a good financial state there had been 120 members who had rejoined the club with more in the pipeline. Expenses for the month were mostly concerned with harbour improvement materials, public liability insurance, stationery supplies and electricity charges.

Last month’s fast electric meeting was successful and the next event at Carnaby is the first of the \club \Sundays on 26th April which will feature the first round of the Springers and Club 500’s as well as plenty of free sailing for all. The Thornwick Bay Modelling Week gets underway the same weekend and we will be hosting an Open Regatta on Monday 27th April which as it’s name implies is open to anyone with prizes donated by Worner Marine. An open yachting event is on Tuesday 28th April as well as the Thornwick Bay fast electrics and small yachts on Thursday 30th and Friday 1st May.

The Chairman said that we may have an infestation of rats in the large wooden shed and therefore rat poison will soon be laid. Please keep your dogs away from the area for the next couple of months.

The matter of toping the trees was discussed at length, the committee had talked about the need for this not only on the grounds of allowing more wind for the yachters but also because the trees are getting very tall and may well start to be blown down. We have already lost one in the corner of the access road and if any of the taller trees fall, they may damage the lakeside fence and fall into the lake causing more work. The estimate for the work was £2350 for cutting and removal of all waste but it was to what height we need them reduced to that was the issue. After the debate it was agreed after a vote of 13 for and 9 against that a height of 18 feet should be sufficient for all purposes.

One club member had approached the committee with a view to putting a small 5” gauge electric railway running along the side of the tree which line our access road. (The site road not the road which is opposite Carnaby Caravans) This would be used on Open Days as an added attraction. The committee felt that although agreeing in principle it should be the members who make the final decision. Bearing in mind the need for safety and insurance, members present thought that it was an excellent idea so the member concerned (Brian Bennett) will make plans.

Any forms for exhibiting at Driffield Show should be returned to the secretary by the next meeting. If any other member is interested in exhibiting at this event they should contact the secretary immediately.

Dave Markham said that a member plus one guest were sailing recently and did not use the pegboard causing problems and boats to collide. Members are reminded that you MUST use the pegboard and check your frequency is free at all times BEFORE switching on your transmitter. Failure to do this may result in an official complaint being lodged and you actions may result in being brought before the committee.
