NOTES FROM THE BMBS MEETING HELD ON 3RD FEBRUARY 2010
The treasurer gave a full account of all monies transacted during the month which were £30 income from the sale of donated computer equipment and £421 expenditure for electricity and Viresco algae control. The Viresco was bought early this year taking advantage of a special offer at last year’s prices less 10% and 15% VAT. We currently have 182 full members plus 42 juniors.

If the bus is full then prices will range from £10 to £16 depending on the distance travelled.
