NOTES FROM THE MAY MEETING 2008

The Chairman said that all the electrical testing on the site has now been done and has been officially certified as safe.

The treasurer said that we have had another good month and the club is financially extremely stable with membership currently running at 171 plus 37 accompanied juniors. We had income from subscriptions, sale of badges and catering with expenses for food for catering, electricity, rates, petrol, trophies, electrician’s charges, water treatment and equipment.

The Chairman said that as the Night Sailing and Blind Pairs events were very poorly supported they will not be repeated in future. The fast electric event moved from the ‘waterless’ Bury lake was a success and a thanks were received from the NAD’s Chairman. The Thornwick Bay regatta which was won by Paul Cropp was also enjoyed by all who attended. The rest of the Thornwick Bay events at our lake were equally successful and will be repeated again next year with more emphasis on free sailing on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday.

The visitors to the October Thornwick Bay event have been invited to attend our Autumn Open Day. There was a good turnout for the Scale Steering and Springer Steering event featured on the recent Club Sunday and it is hoped that the same will happen for the tug towing and springer steering on Sunday 18th May. There is a Multiracing event on 25th May and everyone is welcome to come along and watch.

The secretary said that we have had an invitation to attend the launch of a large scale model of a large cargo vessel in July and full details are available from the secretary. We will be inviting a group of students from Hessle High School through an organisation named Sea Vision under the control of Captain Eric de Casson to our Autumn Open Day. It is hoped that the students might have some hands on experience of our boats.

The Chairman wished to thank Alan and Joyce Wood for their efforts in filling in holes on the site access road and also cleaning the toilets.

IMPORTANT MATTERS

It has been discovered that on occasions members have been leaving accompanied juniors on site under the care of other members and this practice must stop. It is the responsibility of sponsoring members to stay with accompanied juniors at all times while on site and if they leave then the junior must go with them.

Parking by disabled drivers in front of the equipment shed is causing problems due to inappropriate parking blocking entry to other drivers. Please remember that this facility is for those who are unable to carry their boats to the lake and anyone using this area must unload and then move their car somewhere else so others can do the same.
Problems are being caused when skippers moor their boats in the harbour and then switch off transmitters without switching off the boat’s receiver. Will all skippers please switch the receiver and transmitter off when leaving a boat moored in the harbour. There have been some reported near collisions because of boats suddenly moving off at high speed when transmitters are turned off and it will not be long before someone has serious damage done to their model if this continues. Furthermore will skippers please observe dead slow speeds when in the harbour, as wake from large boats can damage small boats either by ‘wash’ or by violent movement against other boats or against the harbour walls. Boats have been observed at full ahead in the harbour area and it is unfair, unsafe and plain bad manners to do this.
