The club is in a healthy financial state but much of the reserves are earmarked for future replacement of club equipment and also the expected Spa Hall hire bill for the hobbies show this year.

The problem is compounded because of the lack of a suitable venue for the next 2 years. This will of course mean a big dent in our income and ability to develop the site and the committee is in discussion regarding how to deal with this. The average profit from each show equates to £15 per member based on the present level of 155 members.

The Bonfire event starts at 4pm on Saturday 5th November but help to build the bonfire from 1pm would be appreciated. The MYA holds round one of their winter series at Carnaby on Sunday 20th November and all are welcome to either watch or compete. Catering will be available at both events. The club has been invited to attend the Northern Model Boat Show at Doncaster Dome on 1st and 2nd July 2006 and we intend going on both days although members may just attend either day if that is what they want to do.

The annual Christmas Dinner takes place on Wednesday 7th December at 7:30pm for 8pm. Cash or cheques (£10.50 per person) should be given to your secretary before 25th November, as he has to confirm numbers with Boadacre’s staff on that date. Please note that there is no club meeting in December.

Safety is always important and all members are asked once again to observe the simple rule of checking your sailing frequency is free and putting your peg on the board BEFORE you switch on your transmitter. A member recently didn’t to do this as there were no boats on the water and he thought he was the only one sailing. However there were still transmitters switched on and members preparing boats to sail, one of which was a fast electric.

Finally, once again following this weekend (29/30 Oct) there were many mugs, plates and cutlery left out in the kitchen. Please will you tidy up after yourselves and not leave it to someone else.
