NOTES FROM THE BMBS MEETING HELD ON 6TH OCTOBER 2009

Sadly another member has passed away and the Chairman said that Don Wrigglesworth will be sadly missed. His funeral will be on Friday 8th October at Wakefield Crematorium at 11am. Flowers will be sent on behalf of the club.
The Chairman said that many thanks must go to those members who have been helping with clearing the weed from the lake and that surely the lake mower was by far the most important piece of equipment we had ever bought. 

The access road holes had been temporarily repaired by the Chairman using what was left of the tarmac planings although we could do with some more to finish the job off properly.

The treasurer said that the club was still financially healthy with 177 members. Expenditure had been £230 and income £118 and there are no large bills outstanding. As the ERYC no longer needed a breakdown of East Riding Community Charge payers this would not be included in future reports.

George also announced that due to ill health he would not be seeking to stand for re-election as Treasurer again next year and also wished to stand down as Vice President and Trustee. The chairman gave a vote of thanks to George for his hard work over the past 3 years and also said that this announcement at this moment gave us time to train a replacement. He urged members to think about putting their name forward for consideration because without a treasurer the club would not be able to operate.

In October we have just 2 events, the Northern Ampdraggers on 11th October and the Halloween & Bonfire event on 31st.  Setup for the bonfire event will be on Friday 30th October at 12 noon, all help will be welcome. The Northern Ampdraggers had asked for one further event at Bridlington 1st November to replace a lost event at Bury due to weed and there were no objections from the floor.

The postal ballot regarding extended sailing facilities on the site was now complete with 39 members voting for the idea and 72 against.

The committee survey regarding future events had also been completed by just 43 members and the results were as follows:
