NOTES FROM THE AUGUST 2010 MEETING
The treasurer said that membership now stands at 175 with 37 juniors. Income for the month had been £512 from membership, MYA entries and a donation from Bob Bryant. Expenses had been £1703 from catering supplies, electricity, tarmac planings, water rates, MYA prizes, engraving and a new pump for the water supply. The club remains financially buoyant.

The Fast Electric Nationals had been a great success with many votes of thanks being received, not only for putting the weekend on but also for clearing the weed just days before so the event could take place. The fee for staging the event has risen from £200 to £300 following a vote at the MPBA F/E section AGM. Thanks were also given to Jenny Hickman who ran a raffle on the weekend and made £88 for this club. Ian Phillips thanked everyone for coming along to help run the event and Mike Sheard gave a vote of thanks to Denise and Kirsty who did the catering in what were very hot conditions.

The Summer Open Day was a busy affair with good weather and a good attendance although it was disappointing to see that only one club (Kirklees) accepted our invitation to attend.

We have just one event at the lake during August and that is the Club Sunday on 29th. There is an off site display at the East Riding Vintage Steam Rally on Driffield Showground on 14/15th but all tickets have now been allocated.

SEWERAGE/TOILET PUMPING SYSTEM

It appears that the pumping mechanism which gets rid of our sewerage is faulty and may need repairing or replacing. It is a twin pumped system and one is OK but the other isn’t. There is no way we can do this ourselves so it will have to be done by a professional contractor. It would seem that when we managed to hose off the debris which had congealed around the pump, (thanks George Alf and Martin) there were nappies and sanitary towels amongst the mess. We will be making sure that facilities exist in the ladies toilet for correct disposal of these items in future because putting them down the toilet may well be the cause of the pump failure. Martin Ranson will contact the company from whom we bought the pump.

WEED CONTROL

As you will know, the weed is still a problem despite our best efforts and so next year it will be cut on a regular basis at the beginning of each month from May through to October. Notice will be given of each cutting day and members are asked to come along and help if at all possible. The secretary said that he had been contacted by the commodore of Welton Sailing Club regarding the use of a weed cutter as they have a 90 acre lake which is completely unusable with their dinghies. The only good news is that at some point in the future the banned chemical ‘dichlobenil’ may have to be reintroduced and this of course will solve everybody’s weed problems.

As the weed is still causing problems in some areas for the yachtsmen, they will be cutting the weed on Tuesday 17th August and any help will be appreciated. A supply of wheelbarrows and rakes will be kept in the equipment shed for members to use as required. More garden rakes and nets will be bought.

KITCHEN

Thought is being given to fitting a louvered window in the kitchen to help with the flow of fresh air to help the catering staff but Eddie Craggs said that the police recommendation is that these are easy to open by burglars. We also have a larger extractor fan waiting to be fitted although we could do with one to extract air and one to pump fresh air in.

SITE SECURITY ETC.

It was mentioned that 6 dirty cups were left on the sink on Monday as these were there on Tuesday. Also the ladies toilet had been left not just unlocked but wide open. Please will members wash up after themselves and be aware that if you are last out then everything needs checking and locking up before you leave. A ‘reminder’ e-mail will be sent out to members.
