MINUTES OF THE BMBS MEETING HELD ON 7th July 2010
Martin Ranson and his band of 6 helpers have replaced the pump and mechanisms and the old pump has been returned to Jefferson’s of Driffield for assessment and possible refurbishment.
Peter Bolton asked about the Brant’s Landing extension and the Chairman said that it will be extended by 1.5 metres each side and a shelter with seats added. We are waiting for the contractor to start.
There were still problems with the pegboard and incorrect use and the secretary suggested that as most members use to gents toilet, perhaps the correct rules regarding sailing and pegboard use could be printed out and placed directly above the urinal.
The Treasurer gave a full report and current membership is 172 with 36 juniors. The club is still in a healthy financial situation.
July we host the MPBA Fast Electric Championships from 12 noon on Friday 23rd July until 5pm on Sunday 25th July and any help would be most appreciated over the weekend.
The Summer Open Day is on Sunday 1st August and there is a request for tombola prizes to be left in the clubhouse or handed to any committee member. Set up for the even will be on Saturday 31st July at 2pm and once again if anyone can spare an hour to help it will be appreciated.

The Secretary said that he was still waiting for the passes for the Driffield Show and would most likely have them at the August meeting. 
Martin Ranson thanked the team who helped him with the pump installation and said how easy it was with a team rather than just 3 as there was last time. He also mentioned that he now had a book with all the site diagrams, electrical work and photographs which anyone is free to look at. Martin also asked if anyone has a copy of the video taken by Look North in 1981 of our offshore race event. If they have, can he please have a copy.
The Chairman said that for various reasons the committee has decided that any person wishing to join the club in future must either attend one meeting or meet with an official at the lake. This is by way of an induction to stress the importance of site security/pegboard discipline etc.

Dave Markham asked if there is still a limit on membership and was informed it remained at 200 for the time being. He also suggested that perhaps a set of spare keys could be left in one of the containers in a key cupboard so that if access was not possible for any reason then a spare was on site. George Robinson suggested that an idea would be to purchase 2 digital locks for the toilets and it was agreed that this is perhaps the best option. John Foster will get these from his supplier in Driffield. Geoff Figgett also suggested that a larger ‘Last out lock up’ sign be erected at the gate and this too will be done.

Weed still seems to be growing according to some members and a discussion was held about what to do about it. As there is no chemical solution to the problem it will either have to be cut or the lake completely drained to eradicate the weed, neither of which is a welcome task. Rob Daniel felt that additional fish, namely grass carp could be added as he races on a lake where the fish neutralise the weed. Butyl or plastic liners were also discussed but Martin mentioned the ‘artesian well effect’ in certain areas of the lake which would disturb the liners. It would also mean that we would not be able to wade around.

The addition of Astroturf was discussed and Geoff Figgett brought details of price and a sample for members to look at. Some members thought it was a waste of money and that there were more important things to spend our money on although Geoff pointed out the healthy financial position even after the additional expense of Brants Landing and the new pump. A vote was held and 8 members were in favour, 1 against with 3 abstentions., This matter will be discussed again at a later date when the membership feel that the more pressing matters have been dealt with.

Peter Bolton asked if there was a fire extinguisher in the kitchen and wasa told that one had been purchased along with a fire blanket but this will be checked and if found missing will be replaced.

The Chairman had looked at the leak in the gents and the water is presently turned off but we will speak with Haydn Burrell to see if he can repair it.
