NOTES FROM THE BMBS MEETING HELD ON 2ND JUNE 2010
Ray Marsh brought up the subject of parking for disabled members and in particular his own rights within the Disability Discrimination Act. A letter from Mr Marsh was read out at the meeting outlining his complaint about being ‘refused’ disabled parking recently and the reasons for needing a parking place closer to the lake than other members A copy of this letter is available should any member who was not present wish to read it. This followed an incident during which Mr Marsh felt he was refused parking close to the lake. The Chairman said that for many years, disabled drivers had been able to park their cars close to the lake to unload their boats and then move their cars further along the bank. There followed a discussion both about the alleged incident and also disabled parking in general and the Chairman stated that the space directly in front of the side doors to the equipment shed will now be designated a disabled parking bay for one car only, to be used by severely disabled drivers on a first come first served basis. Mr. Marsh said he was happy to accept this.

The estimate for the refurbishment of the concreting to Brant’s Landing will be a maximum of £1550 depending on exactly how much concrete will be required. The committee has given the go-ahead for this work to be done as soon as the contractor is able.

The weed looks very much as though the Midstream GSR has now had the desired effect but a close watch will be kept on this.

George Robinson said that the decision to buy Astroturf for the scale harbour area was given to members as a ‘fete accompli’ and should be given more consideration and further discussion at another meeting. Several members felt that this was a complete waste of club funds. The Chairman said that the decision was taken in committee and mentioned at the May club meeting and there were no comments from anyone present, either positive or negative. A vote was taken regarding having further discussion before it is purchased and there were 13 in favour of more discussion, 4 against and 4 abstentions. The Chairman said that this would be tabled for discussion again at the next meeting providing it had not already been ordered.
The treasurer said that we are still in a healthy financial situation.

The two race meeting held in May had both been successful events enjoyed by all those attending.

This month there is a Club Sunday on 6th June featuring round 2 of the Springers and round 1 of the Club 500’s and the MYA Northern event on 20th June

We have been approached by the East Yorkshire branch of the National Caravanners Club to hold 2 rallies on our site. One will be on the weekend of 6/7th November 2010 and the second on 19/24th March 2011. We will be charging £3 per night per caravan with arrangements being the same as for the Motor Caravan Club.

The tarmac planings will be laid on the car park and access road tomorrow, Thursday 4th June and any help to rake them in would be most appreciated. The Bob cat arrives at 9am.

Dave Markham reported that there is still a problem with our pegboard system with ‘new’ members not understanding how to use it although each member is issued with a written explanation in their joining pack. Please check that it is being used correctly and help new members understand why it is important. The committee will discuss ways of tackling the problem at their next meeting.

Many tab ends are being scattered around the site instead of being put into the receptacles provided. Members and visitors are reminded to use the bins etc. Arthur Pickering suggested that we invest in some more bins and place them where most members stand.

John Foster said that he had been in touch with Jeffersons of Driffield to price a new pump should we require one and it would be £671.71 including VAT. They will also check the pump if we can take it to them and will fit a new one but the charge will be £23 per hour. The pump has worked on a manual setting for the past 2 days and Martin Ranson will check the distribution board and if necessary remove the pump for repair or replacement should this be necessary.
