Sunday’s Thornwick Bay scale event was very poorly supported (only 3 entries) and will not be held next year. John thanked George Robinson for his help with judging and also George Roberts for course laying. Any suggestions for future events would be most welcome and John hoped that his first event as scale captain was enjoyed by everyone. John also asked that when trophies are being presented at the lakeside, would members please congregate and congratulate.

The secretary explained that next year’s Thornwick Bay events will be scheduled differently. As already stated there will be no scale steering event and the organisers have scrapped fast electrics due to lack of interest. The 575 and 590 yachts will race on Monday afternoon, Thursday afternoon and Friday morning.
