Membership now stands at 147 plus 39 juniors so there is still plenty of room for more new members. The club finances showed a gross profit for the month of June and we are still in a healthy financial state although planning is already going ahead to ensure that sufficient funds are available to replace large items of equipment as they wear out.

We will have the mobile pool for the kids to have a go as well as all disciplines both on and off the water. Please leave your cars round the back of the ‘hill’ so it leaves space for the public to come and go with their cars as we expect it to be quite busy.

The Fast Electric Championships are on 16th/17th July and the MPBA has exclusive use of the lake from 2pm on Friday 15th until close of play on Sunday (5pm approx). Setting up will start at 9am on Friday.

Sewerby Gala is on Sunday 31st July with setting up at 9am on Saturday 30th and as well as the portable pool for the club boats and general sailing we hope to mount a static display too so everyone is welcome. You will need to arrive early and there is likely to be limited free parking near our stand but otherwise, free in the general car park.
